Elections 
 

 January 2002 marks election time for 

CMWA.  This year we will be electing all of our 

officers and board members.  In future years we will 

elect the Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and 

two board members.  The Vice President from the 

previous year will automatically become the Presi-

dent the next year with the goal of keeping some 

continuity from one administration to the next.  We 

have four board members so by electing two board 

members each year we have two experienced board 

members that can also help make the transition from 

one administration to the next.  When you make 

your nominations keep in mind that the Vice Presi-

dent is essentially elected for a two-year commit-

ment and the two board members will also serve for 

two years.
