We watched a video on making dovetails using the Gifkin dovetail jig. The jig is a relatively simple, easy to use
router jig for making through dovetails. Operating the jig is easy as it is designed to be used on a router table. The jig
cuts different sized dovetails by simply changing a template on the jig and using the corresponding router bits.

The video also had an interesting section on building boxes using the Gifkin jig and various router bits. Roger
Gifkin the designer of the jig is a professional box maker in Australia and he shows some of his tricks for making small
boxes.

John Kirchoff gave a demonstration of hand-cut dovetails. John used a Dozuki saw, which is a thin-kerf Japa-
nese back saw that cuts on the pull stroke creating exceptionally narrow, accurate saw cuts. Cutting the dovetails first
and using them to mark the sockets and pins is Jo
with some practice most of us can turn out acceptable hand-cut dovetails.

There was some talk of the possibility of doing a group purchase of Gifkin jigs. I e-mailed Roger in Australia
and he said he would be willing to work something out with us. If anyone is interested in getting a Gifkin Dovetail jig
this may be the best deal available. There are several packages available and can be viewed on the web at
www.Gifkins.com.au/ along with prices.

Bad Vibes

I recently completed a short article for
Fine Woodworking on anti-vibration gloves.
The research I did for the article brought home
the importance of protecting our hands. We

can’t wood if our

High vibration damage, referred to
HAVS (hand arm vibration syndrome), is a seri-
ous ailment caused by the destruction of the
small blood vessels and nerves in our hands, es-
pecially our fingers. This is an accumulative
process and cannot be corrected once the dam-
age is done. The result of the damage is sensi-
tivity to cold and a loss of feeling in the fingers.

I can attest to the numbness, my fingertips
“tingle” all of the i m
days a week and will continue to do so for the
rest of my life. Too many hours using vibrating
tools have given me more than [ wanted from
my woodworking. Wearing anti-vibration
gloves when I use high vibration tools, such as
routers, sanders and even my lawn mower, will
hopefully stop any further damage. The gloves I
used were very comfortable and did a great job
in greatly reducing the amount of vibration
transmitted from the tools to my hands. Be sure
to buy gloves that fit your hand snuggly. Loose
fitting gloves are hard to manipulate and will end
up | aying on a shelf
hands one bit.

Anti-vibration gloves are available from
safety supply houses and the Ergodyne brand,
especially model 9015, are the best. Just remem-
ber that it is unsafe to wear any gloves around
tools where the gloves can become entangled in
a blade or cutter. Ergodyne can also be found at
www.ergodyne.com.
