NEW BUSINESS:

Topic – Glazes 

Glazes can be used over any “finished” surface; they are good for toning 

They can be applied by brush; wiped on, sprayed or sponged on 

Mineral spirits soften the glaze 

Brush glaze on and wipe off; let set 24 hours to dry 

Glaze will sacrifice adhesion 

 If the glaze wrinkles on the 2nd coat, the first coat was not dry enough 

Other products available at Diamond Vogel are: 

Old Master stains – 4 versions 

Interior wood finishes by Gemni 

Wax Sticks – used to fill in scratches; easy to apply; can be finished over; comes in 72 colors 

(cost approximately $150) 

Markers – tinted lacquer; 12 color set for approximately $28 

Wax putty – used to fill nail holes, 72 colors, approximately $6 – 7 per jar 

Toners – 72 colors; for use over sealed or finished surfaces 

Transparency decks are available to help you choose the correct toner color; spray toner on

WAY TOO TIGHT 
 

 This is the time of year that 

we have to keep the relationship 

between water and wood in mind.  

Sustained periods of high humidity 

can cause wood to absorb moisture 

resulting in the wood swelling 

slightly.  This change in dimension 

should be taken into consideration 

when fitting panels. The majority 

of the dimensional change will be 

in width of the board.  Length is 

marginally affected. 

 Panels, because of their large surface areas, will 

shrink and expand more dramatically than the surround-

ing frame or trim.  Make the panel fit a bit tighter in high 

humidity conditions to compensate for the shrinkage ex-

pected during dry conditions.  It is a good idea to stain the 

edges of the panels before assembly so that when the 

panel shrinks the newly exposed panel edge is colored the 

same as the rest of the panel.  Remember that panels 

should only be fastened at top and bottom center only, 

allowing free movement for expansion and contraction. 

Finish all panels on both sides to help equalize 

moisture transfer and help keep panels from warping.  

There are no finishes that are completely resistant to 

moisture movement, some are just better at slowing the 

movement down. Rely on sound design and construction 

techniques to keep your panels flat.      RJ

 HOT, STICKY 

WEATHER CAN TAKE 

THE STICK OUT OF 

GLUE 

We have been enjoying a 

very warm summer this 

year.  Heat and humidity are wonderful for the 

garden but can wreak havoc on many types of 

glue.  Heat will shorten the useful life of epox-

ies and other two-part adhesives.  Yellow glue 

(PVA) is also adversely effected by high heat 

conditions, and powdered glues, such as urea-

formaldehyde can actually start to catalyze in 

high humidity, high heat conditions.   

 Keep glues in cool, dark locations and 

try to avoid storing any glue where it is sub-

jected to high humidity.  PVA glue will get 

stringy when it is getting old and epoxies will 

cure very slowly when they are past their 

prime. If there is a question about whether the 

glue is still good, especially urea-

formaldehyde, toss it.  It is cheaper to replace 

suspect glue than it is to try and rebuild a pro-

ject where glue failure is causing delaminating 

or loss of structural integrity.        RJ
