Á Sub S Corp ï which eliminates double taxation 

Á Partnership ï file a registration statement 

Á Limited Liability Company (LLC) ï you arenôt liable, the company is liable 

Á Incorporation ï limited liability 

o Leans ï when entering into a contract, bid the project, put a dollar amount on the project; be sure to 

get the customers signature on it, (no exceptions should be made)

o If the bill isnôt paid, there is a ñMechanics Lean Lawò that applies if you have taken the above 

steps, and if your project or service has improved the customerôs real estate. (If the project is at-

tached, cannot be removed from the site, the above law applies)  You can file a lean (must be 

within 120 days); file with the county recorder; the customer would be responsible for your lean 

fees and your attorney fees. 

o If you are building furniture, request payment on delivery; once you release the furniture you have 

no recourse 

o Have your billing practices and collection practices in order 

o If your business does $15,000/year of diversified work, you must be licensed.  It is considered a 

misdemeanor if you are not licensed and a penalty will apply.  Also, you are not entitled to claim 

lean rights 

o Pre-lean notice should be given within 45 days 

o S-Corp is a creature of the tax code ï it requires you to pay a salary to share holders; allows you to 

take money out 

o LLC is a form of partnership and taxed as such; they pay social security tax on the difference be-

tween the income & expenses; no wage is paid, but profit is divided between the owners; employee 

benefits plan, but you are not allowed to take advantage of the benefits yourself 

o Health Insurance (60%) can be deducted through income tax, if your business is a ñcò corp. 

o Incorporate for liability purposes.  DO NOT use your personal assets in your business!  Do not co-

mingle resources, keep business and personal separate.

o You need to have a good business plan, this makes a good impression on the banker 

o Need to know what your liabilities are (so you need a lawyer) 

o An accountant can give you assistance in what type of business you should be (e.g. LLC, Inc.)  

o Must have a good record keeping system (Quickbook has a balance sheet and an income statement)  

o Know your tax laws regarding labor ï  

Á The law decides if that person working for you is an employee or a sub contractor;  

Á Taxes 

Payroll Taxes Escrow Taxes (holding money in escrow for the Gov.) 

Sales Taxes 

Self Employment Taxes 

Sole Proprietorship Taxes ï  

o FICA Tax 

o Self Employment Taxes 

o Social Security Taxes (15.3%) 

o Income Tax on Profit 

o Sub ñSò Corp exception to the income rule ï ñunearnedò income is taxed at a lower rate 

o Sales Tax on labor ï fabrication labor is taxable; installation labor is not taxable; 

      If you are not sure, call the Dept. of Revenue. 

To decide which entity your company should be, talk to a lawyer or an accountant.  Sole proprietorship is the 

easiest; you just need a sales tax number.  You can change to a corporation at anytime.

 The goal of the program is to introduce local youth 

to the world of woodworking.  There is an increasingly dire 

outlook for the future of vocational education in our schools 

and we hope that through our efforts that we help create an 

awareness among students and school administrators about 

the importance of learning a trade.
